Applications that are incomplete, late, or do not conform to the printed guidelines and instructions will not be accepted or considered by the BCLA Research Committee.  

Application materials should be clipped together – do not staple.  Proposals must include the following to be considered complete.

Eligibility Criteria 
· Proposed research assistant either graduated December 2011 or will graduate in May 2012.  

· Proposed research assistance will begin after May 31, 2012 and be completed by August 31, 2012.
· Faculty sponsor has NOT received any internal or external summer research funding for the same project.
· Proposed research assistant(s) has/have specific [research] skills and specialized training that other undergraduates do not possess. Preference will be given to faculty who have provided specialized research training to their undergraduate assistants.
