A maximum of 40 upper division units in POLS will be accepted toward
degree requirements. Minimum upper division POLS is 24 units. Up to
two courses from Study Abroad may count towards the major.

Students who attain a minimum GPA of 3.6, both overall and in the
major, are eligible to enroll in POLS 5800 Honors Seminar in the fall and
to write an Honors Thesis (POLS 5810) in the spring of their senior year.
