COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
The course approaches the study of the Greek Orthodox Church and its traditions from the theological, historical, cultural, literary, and artistic perspectives. Following an interdisciplinary approach, students will examine the historical, social, and cultural forces operative on issues of faith by studying sources that are fundamental to understanding the Greek Orthodox Church from antiquity to the present.

· develop their writing skills through personal expression of their own faith tradition by comparing and/or contrasting their faith experience with Greek Orthodox tradition.
